As well as UK citizens we recruit Commonwealth citizens, Swiss nationals and nationals of the European Economic Area (which includes people from member states of the European Union and the European Free Trade Area). Students who are not UK, EEA or Commonwealth nationals will not meet the nationality requirements of the GES recruitment schemes and so, to avoid disappointment, should not register for this event.
